In October 2018, we had the following criminal incidents in the Residential District of Hedwig Village: 

 

Assault 

On October 8, 2018, a domestic violence report was taken after a resident reported being assaulted by a family 

member on Cawdor Way. 

Burglary of an Apartment 

On October 9, 2018, a resident of the Village at Bunker Hill Apartments reported their apartment was entered, 

sometime between 7:30am and 3:20pm, by using a key that was left under the doormat and several items were 

stolen.
